BASA-Australasia for the purpose of staging the 

Australasian Balloon Convention every 2 years. 

 

HOW DOES IT OPERATE? 

As required by the State Government 

Department of Fair Trade, BASA-A is a 

registered incorporated association. 

 Members elect an executive committee and 

each State has   a continual National 

Representative. These elected members then 

volunteer their time to administer BASA-A and 

to formulate policies and activities for the 

benefit of the entire membership. The elected 

Treasurer administers all income and 

expenditure.

THE COST OF ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP?
